1. Thread Twistmate connector finger-tight into test piece until main seal contacts
test piece. This applies to all three styles.

2. DO NOT WRENCH TIGHTEN!!!
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3.  Activate test media and perform test. Test pressure will enhance the seal
between test piece and Twistmate.

4.  When test process is complete, deactivate/relieve the media pressure.
5.  To disconnect from test piece, un-thread the Twistmate from the test port.
MAIN SEAL REPLACEMENT:
1. Twistmate connectors do not require dis-assembly to replace main seal.
2. Using a pick like tool or small flat blade tool, remove main seal o-ring from front
of sleeve on connector and discard.

Do not lubricate new main seal o-ring.

Roll o-ring over threads and make sure o-ring is seated in groove on body and
into sleeve.
